3. What treatment can be administered immediately in response to this condition?  If you observe a person in this type of distress, what can you do?  What long-term health treatments or options help alleviate this condition?
4. What are important statistics involving this condition?  In particular, what statistics, if any, relate to young people in your age group?  Find at least 5 important facts or statistics about this condition.

Together you will than develop a Microsoft Publisher Brochure including ALL of the above information you researched (but definitely not excluding any other information on your topic assigned).
