Research Presentation:
Connections between Past & Present in Creation Stories
TEST GRADE:  Due Monday, October 10th
How are creation stories from the past reflected in the present?

Over the past three weeks, we have read and discussed a variety of literary texts which explain various aspects of the human experience.  All of them have different perspectives on the beginnings of: the universe and everything in it, jealously, hatred, love, shame, murder, redemption, good, evil, humanity, revenge, forgiveness, etcetera.  You will now take our class discussion one step further, and research how these stories from the past effect the present. 

1. Choose one of the following beginning stories to further explore: 

· Iroquois Story of Creation

· Navajo Story of Creation

· Cherokee Story of Creation

· Chipewyan Story of Creation

· Ancient Egyptian Story of Creation

· Ancient Greek Story of Creation

· Genesis: Chapter 1 (Story of Creation)

· Genesis: Chapters 2 & 3 (Adam & Eve)

· Genesis: Chapter 4 (Cain & Abel)

· Genesis: Chapters 6-9 (Noah)
2. Go to the school library, or work online from home*, to research the following topic prompts:
· What region of the world is your story from?

· How has the government of the region been effected by the creation text?

· How have gender roles been influenced by the creation text?

· How is the present economy predicted by the creation text?
· How has the legal system been shaped by the creation text?
· How are the region’s cultural values formed by the creation text?
· Overall, evaluate the extent to which the creation text has influenced the present.

3.   The presentation must follow these guidelines:

· Speak for 3-4 minutes;

· Display and explain visual aids (PowerPoint presentation, posters, photographs, etc.);
· Mention at least 3 different references from the following list ONLY: books on reserve, electronic databases (Country Watch, World Book, etc.), or Media Center Pathfinders 
(Media Center Web Site->Class Pathfinders->English->Ms. Ryan)
· Make specific connections between the text from class and the research;
· Speak and present yourself effectively;
· Fully address/answer all aspects of the research prompts.
