Project description: You will be researching one aspect of Puerto Rican Culture: art,
music, theatre, dance, architecture, food, etc...and will write a one page paper about
what you discovered about your topic.. Your group will need to present the information
that you found to the class using props: visuals aids (posters, charts, pictures, etc...),
audio aids (music, dialog, etc...) You will also need to write about what you like/don’t
like about what you learned, what fascinates/interests you, etc...

Specifics: You will be working in a group of 3 people. Each person will have a specific
role. You should choose your roles based on one another’s strengths and weaknesses.
Each group will determine its members’ roles. It is possible that everyone could be doing
a little bit of every role as well. When you hand in your final project, each person needs
to present a typed paragraph explanation of what he/she did for his/her group’s project.
Your paper will be one full page typed. (12 pt. font, Times New Roman) The content of
the paper itself will be in English. The reaction that your group has will be in Spanish.
