2. Present basic statistics and research depicting daily life, family, traditions, and customs of the country researched. 

3. Develop cultural awareness and analyze differences between Americans and members of other nations or ethnic groups. 

4. Develop global awareness, especially of third world countries and the hardships that people in developing countries face on a daily basis. 

5. Incorporate research skills using on-line databases.
6. Apply and synthesize the grammar functions of level 3. 
7. Utilize the target language in various functions such as oral, written, demonstrative, etc.  
You will be assigned a country. You will research the country and choose three regions to research in depth - one Tourist, one Metropolitan, and one Rural.

For the 3 regions, you must identify the specified items for each of these locations.
