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2017 SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

The Hunterdon-Warren Association of School Business Officials (HWASBO) scholarship program honors the memory of past association members.  The Hunterdon-Warren Association of School Business Officials is a professional organization dedicated to excellence in school business administration for the benefit of all students.

Directions and Guidelines for Application

HWASBO will offer two scholarships to students attending high schools in Hunterdon County and two scholarships for students attending high schools in Warren County, who are planning to attend a post-secondary school, majoring in Business or Education.  Each of the two scholarships will have different criteria for this application. The first scholarship will be offered to a student who has shown strong leadership skills and the second to a student who has overcome adversity.
Eligibility for the Leadership Scholarship
1. Guidance Counselor or Principal and School Business Administrator must sign the application.

2. The applicant’s academic performance in grades 9 through 11 should be average or above average based upon local district standards;

3. Applicants should have demonstrated good citizenship in school, community service, employment history and involvement in extra-curricular activities;

4. Applicants must be twelfth grade students in Hunterdon or Warren County High Schools.

5. Applicants must include a brief essay (500 to 1000 words) on what qualifies them as showing leadership skills.

6. Applicants must submit two (2) letters of reference, at least one should be written by a teacher or guidance counselor who can articulate the student’s leadership role within the school or community service environment.

7. By May 10th proof of acceptance into a secondary school. 

Eligibility for the Scholarship to a Student who has Overcome Adversity

1. Guidance Counselor or Principal and School Business Administrator must sign the application.

2. The applicant’s academic performance in grades 9 through 11 should be average or above average based upon local district standards;
3. Applicants should have demonstrated good citizenship in school, community service, employment history and involvement in extra-curricular activities;

4. Applicants must be twelfth grade students in Hunterdon or Warren County High Schools.

5. Applicants must include a brief essay (500 to 1000 words) on what qualifies them as a student who has overcome adversity.

6. Applicants must submit two (2) letters of reference, at least one should be written by a teacher or guidance counselor who can articulate how the student has overcome adversity, either personally or educationally.

7. By May 10th proof of acceptance into a secondary school.

Applicant Selection

Selection of eligible applicants shall be based upon the eligibility criteria listed above and not on age, race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, marital status, sex, affectional or sexual orientation.

Applications must be completed accurately and thoroughly on the enclosed forms and be received by the HWASBO scholarship application screening committee no later than April 7th via email.
Award Notification

The HWASBO Scholarship Committee will notify successful applicants of the scholarship award by May 10th of each award year.

Payment of Student Award

Each scholarship recipient must send to the scholarship committee chairperson a copy of a letter confirming acceptance to a post-high school institution, prior to May 10, 2017 in order to receive the award.

Application Screening

All applications shall be screened by the HWASBO Scholarship Selection Committee, appointed by the Association President.  Decisions of the committee are final.

Award Amount

2017 award will be $1,000.00 for each scholarship.

HWASBO reserves the right to discontinue this scholarship at any time; increase or decrease the amount of the scholarship award.
