Meeting was called to order at 7:32 pm.  

Minutes for October 10th meeting were read and accepted.  
Faculty Report
David Lockart represented the faculty at the meeting. He listed the upcoming activities for the busy Fall/Holiday season.  They included the current Spirit week activities, the Milk Can Game, Holy Cow Talent Show which is a fundraiser for the Drug and Alcohol Awareness which supports Project Graduation.  In addition, auditions for the Spring Musical, Brigadoon are taking place, the Marching Band Banquet with its new format, Christmas Parade, Winter Concerts, various assemblies and capping off the year is the Band Trip to Sand Diego on December 26.  Approximately 75% of the Band students will be going on the trip.  The new year will kick off with performances for the Middle Schools in January.  Mr. Lockart announced there will be a new course offering next year:  a new Women’s audition Ensemble which has been approved by the Curriculum Committee.  The Spring banquet is schedule for May 30.

Some changes in procedure were discussed which will make the who process more efficient including draping plastic bags over the hangers to consolidate belongings and ask for donations of hangers.  The committee will also visit Round Valley Middle School to attempt to sell more flip flops.
NEW BUSINESS
As a community service project, AJ Seidorf is organizing a food drive to support the Open Cupboard Food Pantry in High Bridge.  Attendees will be encouraged to donate non-perishable food.

MOTION:  NHMA to sponsor the Food Drive for the benefit of the Open Cupboard Food Pantry.
Raffle
Lynn Brokaw led a discussion about the procedures for this year’s fundraiser.  Several changes will be made including the drawing which will now be held at the Prism Concert in order to extend the time available to sell more tickets.  Four tickets will be mailed to our entire mailing list with the hope that sales will be increased.  Experience has shown that people either buy all they are sent or none at all.  A notice that “you do not need present to win” will be prominent in the mailing.

Bylaws
A discussion regarding our current board makeup and the need to add a position in order to have an odd number of officers to insure that there would be no tie votes.   The decision was made to add the position of Corresponding Secretary and to present vote at the December meeting at which time nominations would be accepted for the position.
Next meeting will be held on Tuesday, December 12th at 7:30pm in the Electronic Music Room.
