Mr. Lockart requested Association assistance with distributing posters for the University of Mississippi Concert Singer performance and with the selling/collecting tickets at the concert on May 17th.

Treasurer Report
The Treasurer’s report was distributed.  The Prism Concert netted $1,398.  The 50/50 raffle netted $2,325.  The Walmart Bake/No-Bake Sale raised about $1,294.
Based on the success of the Walmart Bake/No-Bake Sale, Lisa van den Woldenberg has requested permission from Walmart to conduct another Bake/No-Bake Sale on November 1-2, 2008. 

Open Business/Roundtable/New Business 
Mr. Fader thanked Lisa van den Woldenberg for organizing the Walmart Bake/No-Bake Sale and Kelsey Melloy for helping coordinate the student volunteers.  About 30 students participated.
Mr. Fader reminded members to vote in the school elections on April 15.

Future fundraising activities were discussed.  The sale of ribbon wands is being investigated.  The NHHS Booster Club has already arranged to sell stadium seat cushions in the fall.  However, they are not planning on running 50/50 raffles at the home football games as they have in the past.  Based on discussions at the last Association meeting, Sandy Seidorf is pursuing Administration approval to run 50/50 raffles at NHHS sporting events in 2008-2009.  This will also require an additional raffle permit.  

Motion to approve $100 to purchase raffle tickets for five home football games in 2008 made by Lisa van den Woldenberg and seconded by Cate Mattison.   

Motion to Amend to approve funds contingent on Administration approval made by Pat Lee and seconded by Cate Mattison.

Motion to amend was approved by unanimous voice vote.

Amended Motion was approved by unanimous voice vote.

2008 Gary Gilbert scholarship applications must be submitted by April 30.  The number and amounts of scholarships to be awarded by the Association were discussed again.  Cate Mattison recused herself from these discussions.  

Motion to approve $2,000 for 2008 Gary Gilbert scholarships made by Lisa van den Woldenberg and seconded by Pat Lee.  

Motion was approved by unanimous voice vote with Cate Mattison abstaining.
