Ways to improve the musical ticket sales process were briefly discussed.

Mr. Lockart updated the Association on the upcoming choir trip to Washington D.C. 
Motion made to approve $400 in emergency funds for the choir trip with unused funds returned to the Association made by Cate Mattison and seconded by Andrea Orlando.
Motion was approved by unanimous voice vote.

Mr. Lockart advised that the family of Jason Schiable has established a $250 music student scholarship with the recipient decided by the music department.

Treasurer Report
The Treasurer’s report was distributed.  Income and expenses were reviewed.  

Anticipated costs for the sponsoring of the Prism concert were discussed.  Expenses are estimated to be $5400.

Open Business/Roundtable/New Business 

Mrs. Seidorf thanked Anne Zenerovitz and Susan Pyle for running the Les Miserables concessions.  

The NHMA Spring newsletter has been distributed and is posted on the website.

The 50/50 raffle drawing will be March 19.  Ticket sales are slightly behind where they were at this time last year.

The Walmart Bake/No-Bake Sale has been rescheduled for Saturday, April 5 from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.  Mrs. Seidorf will contact Kelsey Melloy and Mr. Angeline regarding music student participation. 

The Spring Music Banquet still has no coordinators.  Cate Mattison, Anne Zenerovitz, and Susan Pyle agreed to assist.

The Association is continuing to look for Officers and Committee Chairs for 2008-2009.  Open positions include: president, vice-president, band operations liaison, musical/play liaison, newsletter editor, and publicity chair.  Since the last meeting, Lisa van den Woldenberg has agreed to serve as fundraising chair.

2008 Gary Gilbert scholarship applications must be submitted by April 30.  The number and amounts of scholarships to be awarded by the Association were discussed.  Criteria for selecting scholarship recipients were also discussed with direction provided by Association members present.  It was recommended that a selection matrix be prepared next fall for use in determining 2009 scholarship awards.

The proposed 2008-2009 NHVHS budget includes music department supplies; specifics were reviewed.  Mrs. Seidorf encouraged everyone to vote on Tuesday, April 15.

Possible 2008-2009 fundraising activities were discussed, including running raffles at football games (if not run by the Booster Club) and the sale of seat cushions.  The possibility of participating in refreshment sales during football games was raised; more information is needed on participation requirements.

Sale of the remaining flip-flops to NHHS was discussed during the Association meeting in February, but no motion was made to approve the sale. 
Motion to sell the remaining flip-flops to NHHS for one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) was made by Anne Zenerovitz and seconded by Pat Lee. 
Motion was approved by unanimous voice vote.
