Faculty Report
Mr. Lockart welcomed NHMA members and briefly reviewed the relationship between NHHS staff and the Association.  
He introduced Ms. Meo, the new music teacher at NHHS.  Ms. Meo told the NHMA a little bit about herself.

Mr. Angeline thanked Cate Mattison for her remarks at the new parent meeting during band camp, Pat Lee for coordinating the band camp pizza parry, and Kathy Lukasik and Kim Murphy for handling band uniform distribution.

Mr. Angeline discussed band equipment transportation needs for the upcoming football season.

Mr. Angeline reminded the Association that the NHVHS District release form needs to be completed prior to volunteering.  Cate Mattison distributed the form.  
Mr. Angeline encouraged the Association to check the Music Department website for upcoming events.  

Treasurer Report
The 2007-2008 books were closed in August.  Income for the year was $22,339.80.  Expenses for the year were $22,344.85.  This resulted in an operating loss of $5.05.

Four band members attended drum major training this summer.  The total cost was $1,720.  However, $720 was reimbursed to the Association so that the net expenditure was $1,000 in accordance with the preliminary budget and as approved at the July 2008 meeting.

The proposed 2008-2009 budget was distributed and presented the Membership.

Motion made to approve the 2008-2009 NHMA budget as presented made by Susan Pyle and seconded by Andrea Orlando.

Motion was approved by unanimous voice vote.

Committee Activities

Newsletter: The fall NHMA newsletter has been posted on the website and emailed to members with emails on record.  A big thank you goes to Jamie Dugan for redesigning the newsletter!
Fundraising: The Board of Education (BOE) has approved the NHMA as a booster club.  This was a new and necessary step in order to be permitted to fund raise in 2008-2009.  To receive approval, the Association had to name the BOE as an additional insured under our policy and increase our liability insurance from $600,000 to $1 million.  The increased insurance expense is estimated to be about $300.
Permits for the football game 50/50 raffle have been obtained.  NHHS Administration has informed us that despite their previous approval of our running a 50/50 raffle at all home football games, we will only have three of the home games.  Another booster organization has been given permission to run a 50/50 raffle at the other two home games.

Open Business/Roundtable/New Business 
Thank you notes have been received from 2007-2008 scholarship winners Graham Lundeen, A. J. Seidorf, and Bailey Mattison.

Volunteers are needed for the NMHA table at the upcoming Back-to-School nights.

Volunteers are needed for the 50/50 raffles and 3rd Quarter Snack.  Membership forms will be used to contact those interested in helping.

It is unknown how many chaperone seats will be available on the Columbus Day parade band buses.  This will be discussed further at the next meeting. 

2008-2009 band parent shirt options were presented by Anne Zenerovitz.  It was decided to change to the pima cotton shirt.
