Meeting was called to order by Mrs. Mattison at 7:03 p.m. 
Minutes for the January 15, 2009 meeting were distributed.  
Motion made to approve the minutes made by Susan Pyle and seconded by Jamie Dugan. 

Motion was approved by unanimous voice vote.

Faculty Report
The Association was reminded of upcoming events. 

· March 5-7: NHHS musical, The King and I

· March 25: PRISM concert

· March 28:  North Hunterdon Chamber Choir and Madrigal Singers will perform with the Lebanon Valley College Choir.  The location has not been finalized.

· May 11: North Hunterdon Chamber Choir and Madrigal Singers will perform with the Penn State Chorale at the Clinton Presbyterian Church (note: change of venue)
· May 16: American Choral Directors Association Eastern Division selection committee meeting

Ms. Meo said that the location for the Lebanon Valley College Choir concert has not yet been determined.  Possible locations were suggested by Members.  

Choir concert publicity and ticket sales were discussed.  Jamie Dugan has volunteered to design the publicity posters for the Lebanon Valley College Choir and the Penn State Chorale concerts.  Danzey Burnham is assisting with publicity and ticket printing for these concerts.    

The King and I ticket sales are going well.  Ms. Meo thanked Mary Genco for coordinating the volunteer ticket sellers.  King and I advertising will be handled by NHHS.  Susan Pyle is coordinating refreshment sales.  50/50 and upcoming concert tickets will also be available for sale before the shows and during intermissions.
Cate Mattison asked if it would be possible to extend the due date for the King and I program ads.  Ms. Meo said that this would need to be discussed with Mr. Andrews.  Cate Mattison will follow-up with Mr. Andrews.  

Ms. Meo said she still doesn’t know the dinner needs for the Lebanon Valley College Choir on March 28. This will discussed further at the March Association meeting.  

Ms. Meo said that All-State choir try-outs are scheduled for February 20.  
Treasurer Report
The treasurer’s report was distributed.  

The fall music banquet essentially was a break- even as planned.    
3rd Quarter is showing an artificial deficient because of the sizable balance ($712.34) remaining on the Shop-Rite cards purchased before marching band season.  3rd Quarter will be credited the balance remaining on the cards.  The Association will then use the Shop-Rite cards as appropriate to purchase refreshments for upcoming events.  

Use of the PSE&G grant money ($250 for 2007-2008 and $250 for 2008-2009) was discussed.  Last year, the Association planned to purchase microphones using the 2007-2008 PSE&G grant.  However, because of the cost ($314.93), the Association used Exxon grant money instead.  Members discussed possible uses for the PSE&G grant.  Cate Mattison will discuss music department needs with Mr. Angeline and present options to Mr. and Mrs. Randazzo (PSE&G) for their approval.
Use of AT&T grant money is also restricted.  Cate Mattison and Joe Maggio will investigate and report back to the Association. 

Committee Activities

Fundraising: NHHS has agreed to do the 50/50 mailing.  The Association needs to provide the mailing list at least one week in advance.

Fundraising possibilities for 2009-2010 were discussed. Entertainment Books seem promising.  There are no upfront cost and no minimum sales.  Profit is about $6-15/book, depending on the number sold.      
New Business/Roundtable/New Business 
King and I cast and crew hospitality was discussed.  It is likely that there will be significant changes from prior years.  Cate Mattison will coordinate this with Mrs. Meo, the Director.
PRISM concert logistics were discussed.  Danzey Burnham agreed to coordinate at-the-door ticket sales and ticket takers.

The Clinton Presbyterian Church will charge a facility and janitorial fee for the Penn State Chorale concert.  The fee will be paid by the Association and offset by ticket sales.  
The Association’s regular meetings in April and May are scheduled to occur during spring break and the same night as the Penn State choir concert, respectively.  It was decided to reschedule these meetings.  

Motion made to permanently change the Association monthly meeting time from 7:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. made by Susan Pyle and seconded by Jamie Dugan. 

Motion was approved by unanimous voice vote.
