· April 5: All-State Musical Auditions.  Ms. Meo will be present and will help students if needed.

Mr. Lockart
· Thanked the Association and all volunteers who helped make the spring musical, the “King & I” a success.
· Discussed March 21: HCHS Jennie Haver Concert
· March 27: NHHS Madrigal Singers and String Ensemble will perform at the Hunterdon Senior Center, upon approval.
· May 11: NHHS Chamber Choir, Madrigal Singers , and Penn State Chorale performance at the Clinton Presbyterian Church will require the same organization as the March 28 concert.  Jamie Dugan volunteered to design and provide posters.

Mr. Angeline
· Also thanked the NHMA and all volunteers who helped with the production of the “King & I.”  Commented that the selling of tickets at the door was better organized this year.  Food and beverages that were provided for the cast during rehearsals was proportioned appropriately.
· Mr. Angeline will be attending the All-Eastern Conference in Providence, R.I. this week.
· March 25: PRISM concert.
· Teachers will handle ticket sales.  Presently, sales are slower than last year, anticipates increase as the date of the concert draws near.
· 50/50 Raffle tickets will continue to be sold prior to the performance.  Winners will be selected at 7:40 p.m.; before the doors open at 7:45 p.m.  Change in holding the raffle at another event was discussed to have winners selected at a public drawing.  In prior years, the raffle was held during intermission at the last performance of the spring musical.  Mrs. Mattison will discuss the proposed change with Mr. Andrews and Lisa van den Woldenberg.
· Concert lighting check requested for payment.
· Line-up will be finalized after auditions are completed.
· Mr. Lockart will look into televising concert. 
· Question by Luann Minzner on researching alternatives to using bottled water for the marching band.  Suggested use of personalized stadium cups being filled from coolers.  Parent volunteers to clean and sanitize cups between performances.  Mr. Angeline said he would be fine with that or use of paper cups.  Bottled water would be more practical for New York City Columbus Day parade trip.

Treasurer Report

Joe apologized for not being able to distribute a hard-copy of the present budget.

NHMA expenses are $2,709 under budget.  

$3,000 is budgeted and needed for scholarships.

Musical profits - $610 from concessions and $45 from flower sales.  Extra soda is being saved for the Music Banquet in May.

50/50 Raffle - social security numbers are only needed from winners if the prize is over $10,000.the treasurer’s report was distributed.  

Committee Activities

Fundraising: 
50/50 Raffle – mailing went out late due to discrepancies with Board of Education policies.  Ticket sales were down at the musical.  E-mail suggested to be sent to parents to remind them to send raffle tickets back to school.

Potential New Fundraisers:
Entertainment Books – sell for $30 per book , $12 profit.  Contains practical and local area coupons.
Bok Bok Fresh Restaurant in Flemington; information given to Mrs. Mattison to investigate from Barb Conway.
  
Mrs. Mattison is scheduled to have a meeting with other Booster Clubs this month.  Will try to obtain 50/50 sales for football opener and the Central and Voorhees games.  To check with Mr. Angeline for dates.

Musical:
Cast was happy with variety of snacks.  Next year should include more PB&J, cheese & crackers, and fruit.

Musical cast picture and t-shirt discussed: should include not only cast, but pit musicians and stage crew.
Video of performance was suggested.  May have problem with copyright.  Mrs. Mattison to check with Mr. Angeline about just recording for the cast to view.
