The meeting was called to order at 7:33 pm.

The minutes for the September 10, 2007 meeting were read.  A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes as read.  The motion was approved.

Faculty Report:
Dave Lockart noted that the band has had a great opening for this school year and that he could not ask for a better start.  He noted that there will be a trip this spring for the chorale group, starting probably April 10th or 11th, for a 3 day music competition in Washington, D.C.  The musical theatre presentation this spring will be Les Miserables.  

Dave discussed the music curriculum at North, which consists of band, choir and ensembles, along with general music classes including 2 levels of music theory, as well as guitar and electronic music.  There will be a proposal to the curriculum committee to add another level of electronic music.
Publicity will be going out shortly on the Marine Band Concert in November, with major articles in either the Democrat or Observer.  Demand for tickets has already been tremendous.  There will be a meeting on the evening of November 5th for all adults who will be volunteering to assist at the concert.  The only fundraising that NHMA can do at the concert will be concession sales.  In addition to concession sales volunteers, we will need ticket takers, problem solvers, and support liaison to the Marine Band.

A question was raised by Cate Mattison regarding a chart or poster at the concert to recognize graduates and parents who are in the military service or are veterans.  It was agreed that such recognition would be appropriate.

Student Liaison Report:

There was no liaison report this evening.

Treasurer Report:

The financial reports were distributed and reviewed.  There were no questions.

There will be a need for cash for the cash box for coat check at the Homecoming Dance.

Columbus Day Parade:

Betsy will provide a budget target for food and water for the parade.  Food will consist of mini-muffins, mini-bagels, fruit, pretzels, and candy.  

Committee Updates:

Newsletter:

Articles are due in 2 weeks for the newsletter. 

Hospitality:

30 students have not paid yet.  The committee is continuing to follow-up.

Banquet:

Co-chairs will be Nancy and Mike Randazzo and Beth and Ralph Fader.

There are no other funds available to cover catering, service charges, miscellaneous supplies, or mailing.

Coat Check for Homecoming:

Cindy Klein has volunteered to organize the coat check for homecoming.

Outside Presentation:

Patty Doscher presented a fund-raising opportunity to NHMA through the sale of specialty baskets.  She is currently doing this for midget football in the community.  The baskets would be sold at various price points depending on basket size, and can be personalized through ribbon and music pins.  NHMA would receive a rebate through the sale of each basket.  Following a period of questions and answers, Patty and her son left the meeting, and her proposal was opened for consideration.

MOTION:  The motion was made and seconded to support the sale of baskets by Patty Doscher.  The motion was approved.
Community Service Hours:

Sandy noted that we had conducted a food drive last year at the performances, which allowed for the students who participated to earn community service hours.  We will plan on conducting similar food drives this year, and solicit student involvement in conducting the drives.

Fundraising:

A discussion of fundraising took place, covering how funds are raised and what the monies are used for.  Raffle money goes to scholarships.  The rest of the money raised goes to running the organization (third quarter snacks, student recognition, durable goods (tables), insurance, mailbox, spring musical, newsletter, etc.).  Other fund raising options can be considered, but would have to be vetted through the music department and the school administration for approval.
