The deadline 

for ordering Advanced Placement tests is fast approaching.  

Please order all AP Exams by Friday, March 16, 2012 .  

The cost is $87.00 per test and must be paid at the time of 

ordering.  Students need to bring their completed registration 

form and a check made payable to NHHS Activities Account 

to the main office.  Please do not hand checks or registration 

forms to the classroom teacher.  Mrs. Miller, in the Princi-

palôs office, will record and process all registrations and 

checks.  Please write on the check the exam(s) that your 

child will be taking, and please record the childôs last name if 

different than that on the check. 

A reminder to all students and parents is that course weight-

ing is dependent upon participation in the AP Exams.  Stu-

dents who take the AP Exam for a course will receive the full 

AP.50 quality point for GPA calculations.  Students who 

choose not to participate in an AP Exam for a course will 

receive Honors Weighting .35 quality point for GPA calcula-

tions.  Weighting is not dependant upon the AP Exam 

Grade; only participation in the exam for that course is con-

sidered.
