Meaningful connecting sentences

Slow, cohesive progression to the thesis (which is the last sentence of the intro paragraph)
Clear thesis statement

CONCLUSION PARAGRAPH:

Restated thesis idea

Reflects the ideas of the intro without repeating them

Broadens cohesively to the general idea

BODY PARAGRAPHS:
Accurate, specific details relevant to all aspects of the assignment

Well-balanced (at least one reference/citation of research and novel in each paragraph
