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COURSE DESCRIPTION:


Electronic Music represents a new musical outlet that has been greatly developed / popularized in the past 30 years.  This course stresses the comprehension of multi-track MIDI (musical instrument and digital interface) and digital audio recording and editing.  Electronic Music I stresses fundamental understanding of the creation and uses of computer assisted music recording and non-linear editing.  The successful student will have a finer understanding of modern professional composition and recording techniques.

MATERIALS:

The Apple Computers we use will include MIDI/digital audio recording software, MIDI keyboards (as needed) and microphones.  The only things required for the student to bring to every class are a pair of headphones (earbuds from an iPod are fine) and a notebook and pen or pencil.
GRADES:

Student grades are based on a points system.  Below represents a typical points tally for a given Marking Period:

Grades will be calculated weekly based on the points available up to and including the week of calculations.  For example, if a student has received 90 out of 100 possible points, that student’s current average is a 90%.


The above points tally represents an estimation of the value of each grade portion.  The instructor may not necessarily provide the total points for any one subject portion, due to extenuating circumstances.  These changes will be communicated to the class when necessary.

Extra credit assignments may also occur, though these are not a guaranteed occurrence.  

CHEATING POLICY:  


For our purposes, cheating will be defined as any act to try and take credit for work that is not entirely one’s own.  This definition allows us to include examples ranging from copying test answers to plagiarizing work for homework or projects.  Confirmed cheating will result in a ZERO (0) on the assignment in question and notification of both the students’ parents as well as administration of the offense.
