Course Objective:
The development of scientific inquiry is presented along with the basic relationships of chemistry.  The historical development of the fields of chemistry will guide the student throughout the course.  Qualitative and quantitative analytical thinking will be developed based on laboratory experiences.  This course is intended for students planning to attend college and focus in an area other than science, or who desire an academically challenging course.  In this course students will get a well rounded introduction to  general chemistry.

Classroom Philosophy:
The class operates on respect, self discipline and an inquisitive mind.  

Class Procedures and Grading Policy:

1. Students must come prepared to each class:

a. Complete reading assignment and be ready to discuss it.
b. Hand in completed homework

c. Have paper and pen/pencil out and ready to take notes
d. Bring calculator when necessary
e. Dress appropriately for laboratory  session (see safety contract)

2. Homework

a. Homework will be assigned most evenings, and checked for completion the next day.  
b. Missed Homework:  Due to an excused absence from school will allowed to be made up.  It is your responsibility to identify what you missed during your absence.
c. Late homework will not be accepted.

3. Class Participation:

a. Come ready and prepared to discuss reading and homework assignments

b. Positive, informative discussion is welcome.
c.  Disruptive and disrespectful behavior will not be tolerated.
4. Attendance:
a. Tardy to class accepted with a pass

b. Tardy without a pass will be documented and handled by the procedures described in the student handbook.

5. Quizzes:

a. Announced and unannounced quizzes will be given periodically throughout each testing unit.

b. Missed quizzes can be made up the following day at a scheduled time if absence is excused.  Unexcused absence results in a zero.
c. Each unit packet will be graded as a quiz.  Here’s a great opportunity for earning credit simply by your efforts in class.

6. Tests

a. Tests will always be announced and given at the end of each unit.

b. Make up tests must be arranged with the teacher.

7. Lab Experiments and Reports:

a. Laboratory experiments will be held during the class period.

b. Make up labs must be scheduled with the teacher.

c. Lab investigations will always require a written follow-up, either as a worksheet or a formal report.  

d. Late reports will be docked 10 pts. More than one week late, reports will be recorded as a zero unless a note is provided from your parent/guardian.
8. Exams
Quarterly exams, Midterms and Final Exams will follow standard school procedures.  Students will be give review material prior to any large cumulative test.
10 .  Extra Help:

Chemistry is a science that builds upon itself.  It is important to lay a strong foundation and understanding.  Please don’t hesitate to seek extra help when needed.  We are available during normal office hours and most mornings.  Also, the Nucleus (science resource room) is a great opportunity to get help from a science teacher during your study hall or lunch.
