Course Objectives:
This course will provide students with specific instruction of Early American History.  We will focus specifically on historical events from the early 1600’s (Founding of Jamestown) until 1920 (Progressive Era).  As this is an honors level course, we will go into great depth and detail as well as move at a very quick pace.  
Grading Policy:
Grades will be determined by the use of an accumulative point system which will be converted to a percentage and then to a letter grade.  The student handbook contains the percent to letter conversions.  Each assignment will be given a point value.  The students will be informed of the value before it is assigned.
