ELECTRONIC MUSIC 1 & 2

I. Required Materials: 
· stereo headphones with a 3.5 mm (1/8”) jack

· You must have your headphone every day.  If you would like to leave them in the classroom you can.

· headphone splitter (not required but it could help if you are working with a partner)
· Head phone extension (not required but it could help if your headphones have a short chord)

· Blank CD or flash drive (Not until the end of the semester)
II. Course Outline:

This course will allow students to become comfortable working on a personal computer within the Windows environment.  We will be transcribing musical notation using Sibelius to create MIDI files, creating musical compositions in Reason 6 that use MIDI information and audio files.  We will work on musical sequencing, composition and publishing.

A large part of this course will be based on original musical compositions within the programs we are using.  Homework will be a rare occurrence, as most assignments will be requiring using in-school materials (the computers and software).  As such, you will need to use your class time efficiently and effectively.  If you complete assignments before they are due, you can work on your own musical compositions.  All assignments will be ‘handed in’ to the completed work folder for that particular assignment.  If it is not handed in by the assigned due date, you will lose some credit for that assignment.

If you need extra time to work on an assignment you can schedule a time with me to work after school in the lab.
