Description of Course:

“Learn about popular and rock music.  You will explore modern instruments, the recording industry, the evolution of popular and rock music, music and the media, and the role music plays in our society” (quote from the NHV curriculum guide).
This course is a general music course that is designed to provide a historical perspective and insight into popular music of the twentieth century.  Students will gain knowledge of rock and rolls roots, and will explore various artists throughout the decades that have influenced the art form.  
Grading and evaluation:

Grades will be determined by a series or points:

· In class assignments = 50 – 100 points each

· Weekly participation Grade = 50 points per week 5 (classes a week usually so 10 points a day)
· If you don’t have a pencil or notebook you will not get participation points for the day.  Forgetting once won’t make you fail, but if you make a habit of it, it will have a very negative affect on your participation grade which is going to be a huge part of your grade.
· Tests =  100 points 

· Notebook check = 200 points at midterms and at finals
